What do you have to show for yourself after spending the last twelve years in school?  A diploma?  A career?  The Toppenish High School Senior Boards will lead students through one last adventure at THS!  It is up to each individual to make it something that will represent their talents and efforts to the community.

The Senior Boards is a requirement of the THS High School.  More than this however, the project is an opportunity to explore a field of interest; a hands-on approach to preparing for the “real world.”  For many, the Senior Boards is a powerful experience that changes lives and opens doors.  What will the Senior Boards be to you?  Make it your own!

After graduation, students will encounter a world that demands having the ability to speak, write, create, and work with others.  Graduates will be required to use problem-solving skills, manage school and personal resources, while meeting established deadlines.  Senior Boards demonstrates diligence and perseverance as well as dedication to ones own education.

Senior Boards allows you the opportunity to select a subject that must be safe, legal, and approved by parents and teachers. Choose carefully!  You will be spending a great deal of time on YOUR Senior Boards to:

· Research a topic of your choice.

· Prepare a six to eight page (body).

· Title page, outline page, work cited page

· MLA style research paper.

· Complete a project that closely relates to your research.

· Find a non-related adult mentor to supervise your project, fifteen-hour minimum requirement. (No Aunts, Uncles, Cousins, Brother/In-law or Sister/In-law)

· Time must be completed outside the school day— Your project should never take you out of class or interrupt classes at THS.

· Keep a log, take pictures and document information that relates to your Senior Boards.

· Student must use some from of technology, (ex: PowerPoint, Document Camera, DVD, Digital Camera, Film, etc).

· Make two advertisements for your project.

· Present your paper, project and Culminating Portfolio to a panel of judges, which will include community members in a formal 8-10 minute speech.

· Dress appropriately for a formal presentation. NO BLUE JEANS.

· Not showing up on the assigned day of ones presentation results in a failing grade in English.  Which means the student will not graduate on June 3rd.  Any student failing this portion of English 12 must fulfill the Senior Boards presentation requirement during summer school in order to graduate.
